Dear Surfsiders,

The 2005-2006 budget process is
nearing completion, and for the
upcoming fiscal year Surfside's millage
rate will be unchanged. The Town has
been well managed and has run at a

surplus this year. The Town
Commission has decided that the
surplus will be used to offset the very
recent and large cost increases charged
to Surfside and other communities, by
Miami-Dade County's Water and Sewer

The Smfside Community Center Project Moves Forward!

At a Special Commission Meeting
held on Wednesday, September 28, the
Town Commission voted to renovate the
Surfside Community Center. On a
portion of the vacant property adjacent
to the current structure, the Town will

add a 2 story, multi-purpose building
which will house a modern, larger
library. The pool will be re-done and the
surrounding deck area will be re-
designed.

The Town Manager announced that
the Town Commission held the First
Public Budget Hearing for Fiscal Year
2005-2006 on Tuesday, September 13,
2005. The Final Public Budget Hearing
will be held on Wednesday, September
28, 2005 at 6:00 p.m. in the Surfside
Community Center Auditorium.

Regarding the Community Center, the
Town Manager requested guidance
from the Town Commission. He noted
that there have been several workshops
and public meetings with the
Community Center New Construction
Committee. The Town Commission
met on Tuesday, August 16, 2005 and
heard the recommendations of the New
Construction Committee, as well as
comments from the public. The Town
Manager requested direction from the
Town Commission regarding a course
of action. The Town Commission called

The Commission also considered
several variance requests by 9501
Collins = Avenue, LLC. Following
testimony by the applicant and a public
hearing, the Commission voted
unanimously to deny the variances.

2005 - 2006 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS

Although the Town received large
utility cost increases, the property tax
millage rate will remain at 5.603. The
annual garbage fee for the Town will
be raised by 2.7% by Miami-Dade
Solid Waste Management.  The
sewage disposal fee will be increased
by 20% and the Water and Sewer

Authority (WASA) has proposed
raising the water fees by 40%. The
Town Commission has agreed to
increase the Town’s subsidy to
offset the higher costs. Therefore,
residents’ garbage/trash and
water/sewer rates will remain the
same.
