CRIME PREVENTION TIPS

We urge residents to be alert and cautious.  Subject(s) may pose as a
contractor, handyman, or company employee (FPL, AT&T, or public works)
in order to gain entry into the house. The subject distracts the homeowner
while another subject enters and steals valuables.

e Do not open the door to strangers, especially if you
didn’t schedule or request any type of service.

e Be aware of those inquiring about the neighborhood
or whereabouts of your neighbors (such as, are they
on vacation or at work).

e Report suspicious activity immediately and obtain as
much information as possible (subject description,
vehicle make/model, license plate, etc.).
