TEMPORARY SIGNS

For the latest information 
on beach happenings 

SURF’S UP 
CORNER

The Town’s Zoning Code, Section 90-74, provides 
detailed information regarding the use of temporary 
signs, including:
•	General Signage:  In the commercial district, a limit of 

three professionally lettered signs; each sign cannot 
exceed three square feet. In residential areas, a limit 
of three professionally lettered signs per street front-
age. The signs are limited in size to three square feet. 
Maximum sign height shall not exceed 42 inches 
from the ground to the top of the sign. Signs may 
not be on any public property or public right-of-way.

•	Real Estate Signs:  In the commercial district, one sign 
is allowed, must be professionally lettered and the 
maximum sign area shall be limited to three square 
feet. In residential areas, one sign is permitted per 
street frontage. All real estate signs must be black 
and white and may include a trademarked logo or 
symbol. Signs may not be illuminated or lighted.  

•	Construction Sites:  One professionally lettered sign 
is allowed per construction site. The sign may not 
exceed 16 square feet in size.

•	Temporary Window Signs: In the commercial dis-
trict, the sign must be professionally lettered, and 
attached to window glass or mounted within 12 
inches of window glass. Only one window sign is 
permitted per window and may not exceed 20 per-
cent of glass window they are attached to or face. 
Signs may not be displayed for more than 60 days.

•	Banner Signs: In the commercial district, the banner 
must be professionally lettered, and may not exceed 
32 square feet or five percent of the building facade 
in size, whichever is less. Banners may not be dis-
played for more than 30 consecutive days within a 
six-month period. Banners must be made with dura-
ble materials such as canvas or vinyl.

Golden Beach, a joint declaration of the Chief of the Town 
of Surfside Police Department and the Chief of the Town 
of Golden Beach Police Department pursuant to Mutual 
Aid Agreement. 

•	Approving the purchase of a Mack Truck for the Public 
Works Department.

•	Approving the purchase of police vehicles, accessories, 
graphics and radio equipment.

•	Approving Work Authorization No. 128 with Calvin 
Giordano & Associates, Inc. for professional consulting 
services for the 96th Street Park Facility RFP Design, Assist 
and Management.

•	Approving an agreement with Academy Bus, LLC for 
coach bus transportation services.

•	Approving a Title VI Program Plan in accordance with Title 
VI, 42 U.S.C. Section 2000D, Civil Rights Act of 1964, as 
required for the Town to receive federal pass-through 
funding from Miami-Dade Transit Agency.

ADOPTED THE FOLLOWING ORDINANCE
•	Amending the Town of Surfside Code of Ordinances by 

amending Section 90-41, “Regulated Uses,” to estab-
lish limitations on hotels in the H-40 Zoning District 
south of 93rd Street, including: a prohibition on ball-
rooms and banquet facilities as hotel accessories, pro-
hibiting structured parking facilities, and requiring that 
parking structures incorporate hotel and/or accessory 
uses; creating exemptions for existing and approved 
developments, and for historically designated proper-
ties; and amending Section 90-51 “Maximum Frontage 
of buildings and façade articulations.”
